· A check box…. Would you be able to utilize a partially funded project?

(This would not influence the Committee’s decision to automatically partially fund. In the event that the proposal was chosen and full funds were not available, would you be able to utilize partial funds or see your project to completion by other means?).

· Grant recipients are requested to provide the Committee with documentation of the usage of funds and a year-end summary of how it has impacted students.

· In the event of a grant recipient staff change before the grant is fulfilled, grant monies must still to be used as it was originally awarded.

Changed grant process to coordinate with a full school year

· Grant applications for 2012-13 school year will be accepted until May 1, 2012.

· Grant recipients will be notified by May 15, 2012.

· Grant checks will be sent upon the start of 2012-13 PTA fiscal year, July 2012.

· Grant recipients are requested to turn in receipts and a testimonial/impact statement that can be used in PTA publicity and documentation by April 1, 2013, when the next year grant process begins again.

· Recipients will have the 2012-13 school year to complete their project.
